HUMANS, ANIMALS AND ETHICS: INTRODUCTORY THOUGHTS
ON A SEEMINGLY IMPOSSIBLE RIDDLE

The moral status of non-human animals, the possibility of includ-
ing them in the “covenant of ethics”, and the implications of such an
endeavor have long been fueling a heated debate in ethics. This paper
sets out to provide a brief outline of what I consider to be the two
major trains of thought that seem more concerned about the welfare
of non-human animals, and more admitting of the possibility of re-
serving for them some place within our moral horizon.
